newsfeeds; angle (The approach or focus of a story.);  Beat - The area or subject that a reporter regularly covers.);   Blawg - Weblog dealing with aspects of law.

Bliki - Combination of a blog and a wiki; a blog that can be edited by readers or an approved group of users.   Blurb - Brief introduction to the writer, usually following the headline.   Blog - An online commentary or diary often written by individuals about hobbies or areas of specialist interest. Also known as a weblog.

Blogger - A person who writes a blog.

Blogosphere/Blogiverse/Blogostan - All things relating to blogs and blog communities.

Break - When a story is first published.

Byline - A journalist's name at the beginning of a story.

Chat rooms - An interactive part of a website where visitors can write messages to each other people in real time. Also known as forums and message boards.

Cover story - Leading story used on front cover.

Cyber-journalist - A journalist that works on the internet.
